MINUTES 
 
Greg Giaimo (chair) calls the meeting to order, those present introduce themselves.  
Chair distributes meeting agenda and minutes of 2006 meeting.  Chair announces that 
subcommittee is now a joint subcommittee between ADA10 and ADB40 (Transportation 
Demand Forecasting).  Subsequent section meeting confirms this to be a permanent 
arrangement.  Subcommittee member Tom Rossi will be the new chair of ADB40.  Our 
new title shall be the “Statewide Travel Demand Forecasting Joint Subcommittee of 
ADA10 and ADB40”.

Discussion of Existing Subcommittee Activities 
 
1. NCHRP Synthesis 358, Statewide Travel Forecasting Models 
 
Document published last year.  Alan Horowitz briefly discusses.  Greg Giaimo passes 
around a copy. 
 
2. NCHRP 8-36 Project, Scoping Study for Development of a National Travel Model 
 
Charlie Howard discusses.  Project was selected for implementation and a consultant has 
been selected which will be announced in February or March. 
 
3. NCHRP Project 365 Update 
 
Greg Giaimo indicates that project B-07 was selected for implementation and hands out 
information on the project. 
 
4. Freight Demand Modeling Conference 
 
David Cipra summarizes conference and distributes a 2 page summary of observations.  
He directs members to the following resources:

Some highlights that he focuses on include: 
 

• That there are many types of models that might be applicable for different 
purposes 

• The need for a freight data architecture 
• The need for a freight model improvement program (FMIP) 
• The short term need is to link econometric models to travel models, long term 

need to understand and model logistics directly 
 
Rob Bostrom mentions that the FAF will publish county to county OD flows for the first 
time in April. 
 
5. Session on Validation Issues in Statewide Models 
 
Greg Giaimo mentions the session and the presentations that will be given.   
 
6. Statement of Support for ATS 

Rob Bostrom briefly describes past efforts.  Greg Giaimo and Kim Fisher indicate that 
the subcommittee must curtail its efforts here to ensure we don’t give the impression that 



we are lobbying which is against TRB rules.  Discussion indicates subcommittees 
activities to date (disseminating information to members/friends on the status of ATS and 
other federal data programs and allowing them to take independent action if desired) are 
reasonable.  Charlie Howard suggest contacting AASHTO SCOP if wish to pursue 
further.  He suggests Jonette Kreideweis (jonette.kreideweis@dot.state.mn.us) and Susan 
Mortel (mortels@michigan.gov).  David Cipra suggests a TRB annual meeting session 
highlighting the usage of these data sources.  

Rob Bostrom mentions LEHD data availability.  He indicates this is employer/employee 
longitudinal data developed from state and federal administrative records.  You must sign 
a confidentiality agreement to obtain it.

8. Web Site Status/Parent Committee Web Site 
 
Greg Giaimo and Alan Horowitz discuss current web site status:

Charlie Howard indicates that parent committee web site is now moving forward.  It will 
be hosted at a statewide planning site.  Further discussion with Rhonda Young at the 
ADA10 meeting indicates that our site can/will be referenced from their new location and 
that the statewide model files will physically be moved to the University of Wyoming 
site.  Alan Horowitz will talk directly to Rhonda Young about making this happen.  Chair 
will poll membership to obtain volunteers for “contacts” page on web. 
 
Existing Research Topics Status Report 
 



Chair briefly reviews existing research topics indicating actions taken this year as 
follows: 
 

• Rural Trip Making (included in NCHRP 365 update) 
• National Model (submitted as NCHRP 8-36 project) 
• Validation and Performance Guidelines (presentation session 493) 
• Long Distance Travel Data (NCHRP 365 and ATS statement of support) 
• Improved Freight Data (freight modeling conference) 
• DOT Staffing Levels (no action to date) 
• Application of Statewide Models (no action this year) 

 
Chair notes that NCHRP Synthesis 358 suggested the following additional research focus 
areas and asks for discussion: 
 

• Traffic Assignment Issues including the effects of long trip lengths and spatial 
aggregation level 

• Cost Models for Freight and Freight Modal Choice Parameters 
• Innovative OD Estimation techniques 
• Better Public Source Commodity Flow Data 
• Better Information on Non-Freight Commercial Vehicle Movements 
• Improved Curricula for Transportation Planning Graduate Programs 

 
The general consensus appears to be to add these additional topics.  Jeremy Raw 
indicates the list could be consolidated a bit.  Maren Outwater says the list should be 
evaluated to remove topics that have already been addressed.  Hal Rumpca proposes the 
list include a data clearinghouse.  Additional discussion follows on the curriculum issue 
and its possible applicability to a different TRB committee.  Alan Horowitz and John 
Gliebe volunteer to pursue this issue to both; determine the appropriate venue and to 
write up several paragraphs further clarifying the issue.   
 
Based upon this discussion, the chair proposes the following modified research topic 
areas: 
 

• Rural Trip Making  
• National Model  
• Validation and Performance Guidelines  
• Long Distance Travel Data  
• Improved Freight Data and Models Including Commodity Flow Data 
• Staff Retention, Development and Training 
• Application/Policy Responsiveness of Statewide Models  
• Traffic Assignment Issues including the effects of long trip lengths and spatial 

aggregation level 
• Innovative OD Estimation techniques 
• Better Information on Non-Freight Commercial Vehicle Movements 

 



Subcommittee decides that a paragraph should be written for each research area.  
Committee appointed as follows to draft paragraphs: Krishnan Viswanathan, John Gliebe, 
Alan Horowitz.  One or two paragraphs will be written as follows: 
 
Krishnan: Rural, Validation, Long Distance 
John: Freight, Application 
Alan: Assignment, ODME, Non-Freight Commercial 
 
National Model is in scoping and requires no further work by committee at this time.  
Staffing issues will be addressed by the more detailed curricula task mentioned 
previously. 
 
Subsequent discussion at the ADA10 committee meeting indicates a desire for this 
subcommittee to focus on “how models are being used to address real policy, resource 
and investment decisions”.  A quick scan of current initiatives via an NCHRP 8-36 
project was suggested as a first step.  Greg Giaimo will work with Alpesh Patel on this 
initiative. 
 
Alan Horowitz suggests a broad based call for papers on statewide modeling for next 
years annual meeting.  There is general consensus on this.  Charlie Howard indicates the 
parent committee will make ½ session available as usual.  Rob Bostrom volunteers Tom 
Cooney to assist with the call for papers.  Greg Giaimo suggests Tom Rossi to provide 
overall guidance on format.  Some discussion indicates that a poster session might be the 
appropriate format for this session depending on response to the call. 
 
Charlie Howard discusses the conference to be held in early 2008 on “Best Practices in 
Statewide and Metropolitan Transportation Planning in meeting SAFETEA-LU 
Requirements”.  The conference will most likely be held at TRB’s Beckman Center in 
Irving CA, about 100 attendees are expected.  Subcommittee discusses whether to host a 
session or a session track.  There appears to be general consensus to hold a session track 
consisting of several sessions on modeling (or related technical analysis).  The following 
ideas are suggested: 
 

• Use of SW models in operational decision making 
• Visualization 
• Uses for Federal data sources such as ATS, VIUS, CFS, NHTS 
• Applications and specific policy analyses 
• Difference between SW models and urban models 
• Areas without SW models and how they accomplish the same analyses/decision 

making 
• Use of SW models with other types of models and economics 
• Use of SW models for corridor prioritizing 

 
The following group is formed to coordinate the session track for the conference: Greg 
Giaimo, Rob Bostrom, Hal Rumpca, Roy Nunnally and Heather Shar. 
 



Presentation on Michigan Statewide Model Efforts, Brad Winkler 
 
Brad Winkler provides some information about current MDOT statewide model efforts.  
Currently have 2 models, passenger and freight.  Passenger model is a traditional 4 step 
formulation and uses REMI to provide some forecast inputs.  Freight model is a typical 
county level commodity flow IE model, with QRFM methods filling in shorter distance 
commercial vehicle flows.  Currently updating passenger models with large scale home 
interview surveys including a long distance survey (over 100 miles) component with a 3 
tiered reporting period structure (trips made in the last 2 days, 3 months, 1 year).

Greg Giaimo says we 
don’t.  Dane Ismart says its complex.  Maren Outwater says there have been some 
implementations in Europe.
